CORPORATION OF THE MUNICIPALITY OF MORRIS-TURNBERRY

BY-LAW NO. 19-2010

Being a by-law to provide for Minimum Maintenance Standards and to establish the
Classification of the Highways

WHEREAS, Section 8§ of the Municipal Act, 2001 S.0. 2001 C.25 as amended, states
that: ‘Powers of a natural person — A Municipality has the capacity, rights, powers and
privileges of a natural person for the purpose of exercising its authority under this or any
other Act’ ;

AND WHEREAS, Section 26 of the Municipal Act, 2001 S.0. 2001 C.25 as amended,
states “ What constitutes a highway”;

AND WHEREAS, Section 27 (1) of the Municipal Act, 2001 S.0. 2001 C.25 as
amended provides that:

A municipality may pass by-laws in respect of a highway only if it has jurisdiction over
the highway;

AND WHEREAS, Ontario Regulation 239/2002 made under the Municipal Act,
2001 S.0. 2001 C.25 as amended, has established Minimum Maintenance Standards for
Municipal Highways;

AND WHEREAS, Ontario Regulation 239/2002 made under the Municipal Act,
2001 S.0. 2001 C.25 as amended has established a Table of Classification of Highways;

NOW THEREFORE, the Council of the Corporation of the Municipality of Morris-
Turnberry, enacts as follows:

1/ That the Municipality of Morris-Turnberry hereby adopt the Minimum
Maintenance Standards for Municipal Highways as established by Regulation
239/02 as the Minimum Maintenance Standards for the Municipality of Morris-
Turnberry, attached hereto as Schedule ‘A’;

2/ That the Municipality of Morris-Turnberry hereby adopt the Classification
Listing of the Highways in the Municipality of Morris-Turnberry, as set out in
Schedule ‘B’, attached hereto;

3/ That the Mayor and Clerk-Treasurer are hereby empowered to execute any
documentation required for the passage of this by-law and to affix thereto the
Corporate Seal of the Corporation.

4/ That this by-law supercedes all other by-laws as passed under the authority of
this Act.
